Month 6

Sew 1 block 8 to each side of 1 block 9. Pay attention to the orientation of the blocks. Make 6
and label this block 10.

Sew 1 block 7 to each side of 1 block 8. Pay attention to the orientation of each block. Make 22
of these and label this block 11.

Sew 1 block 10 to the top and 1 to the bottom of each block 11. Label this block 12.

Cut
Background:
Cut (9) — 1.5” strips.
Sub cut each strip into (2) 1.5’ x 20.5’ strips for a total of 17.

Gather 2 block 11, 2 block 12 and 3 1.57x20.5” strips and sew in the below order. Make 3 of
these rows.

Cut
Accent fabric: Cut (1) 1.5” strip.
Sub cut into 1.5” squares. Make 12
Background fabric: Cut (2) 1.5” strip.
Sub cut into 5.5 x 1.5” rectangles. Make a total of 14.

Gather (12) 1.5” accent squares, (8) 1.57x20.5” background strip and (8) 5.5”x1.5” background
rectangles. You will make a total of 4 strips as shown below.

Sew these strips on the top, bottom and in between the rows previously sewn.
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Gather the remaining (4) block 11, (4) block 7 and (6) 5.5”x1.5” background rectangles. You will
make a total of 2 strips as shown below.

Sew these 2 strips to the top and bottom. Pay attention to the orientation of the strip.
